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Membership 

Two types of membership are distinguished within the EWG: Member and Associate Member. The membership rights and duties are defined in the Framework for Expert Working Groups (BRD-FWK-003).
Member: Membership of EWG FA/GSR is open to representatives from all ENFSI full member institutes who are active in the area of forensic firearms/GSR examination. Members of EWG FA/GSR have voting rights (where there is more than one representative from the same member institute, only one vote per institute is permitted).
Members of the EWG FA/GSR are provided with access to (username and password) the restricted EWG FA/GSR Web pages used for EWG internal communication.

Associate Member: Individuals or Institutes can apply for Associate Membership. The Steering Committee (SC) decides on the merit of an Associate Membership application and may decide by a simple majority vote amongst its members whether it wishes to appoint a new Associate Member to the EWG. Decisions of the Steering Committee regarding Associate Membership are ratified annually at the full Expert Working Group during the Business meeting. Associate Membership will be for a maximum term of four years and is renewable.  An Associate Member may withdraw from the EWG by giving written notice to the chairperson of the EWG. Associate Members must renew their status through a re-application process every four years. The Secretary/Co-Chair will invite Associate Members to re-apply before their four-year term expires. Associate Members who do not re-apply before their four-year anniversary date are considered lapsed and are automatically terminated. Applications for Associate Membership must be accompanied by supporting evidence which shall be sent to the Secretary/Co-Chair and assessed by the Steering Committee. If the SC approve the application, they will automatically put it forward to a vote by the EWG at the next annual Business Meeting.  Associate Members must be active within the working group, participating in meetings, workshops, QA trials and/or sub-groups. They must also assist the SC and other EWG members in performing the business at hand. There is no fee for Associate Members to join the Expert Working Group. However, a surcharge of at least 20% is applicable to Associate Members for any fee the EWG is raising (e.g., attendance of Annual Meeting, workshops, participation in QA trials). The number of Associate Members in an Expert Working Group meeting shall not exceed 50% of the membership without prior approval of the ENFSI Board.
